Apply after oats  
are fully tithered  

(4”-6” tall) 
(Zadoks scale 22-25)

 
 

Apply from  
3- to 4-leaf  
(8-10” tall)  

(Zadoks scale 22-24) 

Use 0.34 to 1.0 pints/acre for susceptible weeds.  
Use up to 1.17 pints/acre for harder to control weeds.
DO NOT spray grain is in the boot to dough stage.

Use 6.1 oz/a for annual weeds.  
Use 0.76 pint/acre for perennial weeds. 
DO NOT apply more than 1.17 pints/acre/year.
